Dear Councilors:

On the agenda for your meeting is an Ordinance, 16-0-117, which would
authorize the Mayor to convey a small portion of a six (6) acre lot off Patton Road
in East Woonsocket. The proposed parcel is relatively small {4,833 sq. ft.} in
comparison to the overall parcel of land which the City owns.

Recently, the property owner contacted the City relative to a minor matter
involving damaged trees on city-owned property that abutted their rear yard.
While removing the damaged trees, city crews discovered that an in-ground
swimming pool that was thought to be on the Richards’ property was partially on
the abutting City-owned parcel (57-88). This facility was in place when the
Richards’ purchased their home at 234 Patton Road in January of 1994.

It is the opinion of the Administration that since the Richards are innocent
victims of these circumstances and the proposed property transfer involves a
small parcel of little or no use to the City that the conveyance be authorized for a
minimum amount of $1000.00.

AMENDING SECTION 6 OF APPENDIX A OF THE PERSONNEL ORDINANCE

WHEREAS The City of Woonsocket Personnel Code has not been updated to conform to state
law regarding veteran’s preferences; and

WHEREAS The City of Woonsocket appreciates and the respects the military service of all of
its residents.

IT IS ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF WOONSOCKET AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. Section 6 of Appendix A of the Code of Ordinances entitled, “Examination
Procedures for Classified and Fire Positions is hereby amended as follows:

(g)(1) DEFINITION OF VETERANS' CREDIT: There shall be added to the
final ratings of examinees who are veferans in competitive tests for entrance
into the classified service, but not for promotion in the service, who receive at
least the minimum required final earned rating as stated in the public notice, this
ordinance or other official communication, service credit amounting to five (5)
points for veterans, seven (7) points for war veterans or ten {10) points for
disabled veterans, "Disabled Veteran" means any veleran who is an examinee
and who is certified by the Veterans Administration to be physically disabled, as
a result of a service-connected disability with a rating of zero percent or more.

Cigarette smoking is dangerous to human health, Scientific evidence exists that
the use of tobacco products causes cancer, heart disease and other medical
disorders; and

The Surgeon General of the United States of America has declared that nicotine
addiction from tobacco is the most widespread example of drug addiction in this
country. The National Institute of Drug Abuse concluded that the majority of
the 320,000 Americans who die each year from cigarette smoking became
addicted to nicotine as adolescents; and

The Rhode Island General Assembly declared that the use of tobacco by Rhode
Island children is a health and substance abuse problemn of the utmost severity.
State Tobacco retailers iflegally sell over 900,000 packs of tobacco products to
children annually, which equals 2,500 packs a day, According the Center for
Disease Control (CDC), the smoking-related direct medical cost in the state has
climbed to over $186,000,000.00. This a health and economic drain created by
each new generation of children who begin using tobaceco products and become
addicted to nicotine; and

The City Council has the responsibility and authority to regulate, conduct and
legislate on matters of local concern affecting public health, safety and welfare.
Sitting as the board of license commissioners, the Council has the authority to
issue, suspend or revoke tobacco licenses when violations are presented to them.

I'F IS ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE

Cigarette means; {1} any roll of tobacen wrapped in paper or fn any substance not containing
tobacco and {2) any roll of tobacco wrapped in any substance containitg tobagee which,
because of its appearance, the tvpe of tobacco used in the filler, or its packaring and labeling, is
Yikely to be offered to, or purchased by, consumers as & cigaretie described in glause (11 of this
definition,

Component pare means any. glement of a tebaceo product, including, but not limited to, the
tobacco. filer, and paper, but not including any constituent,

Censtituent means any ingredient, substance, ¢hemical, or compound, other than tobacco, water,
of reconstituted tobacce sheet, which is added by the manufacturer to a tobacce product during
the processing, manufacture or packing of the tobacco product. Such term shall include a smoke
constituent.

Consumer means 2 person who purchases & tobaceo product for consumption and not for sale to
another.

Couporn means any vousher, rebate, card. paper, note, form statement, ticket, image, or other
issue: whether in paper, digital, or other form: used for commercial purposes to obtain an article,

product, service, or ageommodation without charge orata discounted price.

Distinguishable means perceivable by an ordinary consumer by either the sense of smeli or
iagte.

Flavored iohacco product means any tobacco product, othe than a cigarette, that contains a
constituent that imparts a characterizing flavor,

Full retail price means the higher of the price listed for a tobaceo product on its packaging or
the price listed on any related shelving, posting. advertising, or display where the tobacco
product is sold or offered for sale, plus all applicsble taxes and fees if such taxes and fees are
nof inciuded in the listed nrice. and beforé the application of any discolnis or coupons.

Smoke constituent means any chemical or chenyical compound in mainstzeam ot sidesiream
tobaceo product smoke that cither transfers from any somponent of the tobageo product to the
smoke or that is formed by the combustion or hearing of tobacco, additives, or other component
of the tabacco preduct.

Tobacee product means: (1) any product containing, made, or derived from tobaceo or picotine
that is intended for human consumption, whether smoke, heated, chewed absorbed, dissolved,

clauses (1) and (2) in this definition to the contrary, tobacco product includes any component,
pavt, or accessory of a tobaceo product, whether or not seld separately; tobacco product does not
include any product that kag been approved by the United States Food and Diig Administration
for sale as a fobacco_cessation product or for other therapeutic purposes whether such product is
marketed and sold solely for such an approved purpose.

Vending machine means any mecharical, electrical, or electronic self-service device which,
upon insertion of money, tokens, or any other form of payment, dispenses tobacco products,

License Reguired.

1t shall be uniawful to self or to possess with the intention of seliing tobacco products within the
City without having first obtained a tobacco dealer’s license pursuant to this articie. Such
license shail be in addition to any other license required by state and/or federal law. A tobageo
dealer’s license is valid for one person at one location and may not be transferred fom one
persot fo another or from one Jogation to ancther, Failure to obtain and maintain a yvalid license
shall result in a fine of Five Hundred Dollars {$500.00). The fee for the tobacco dealer’s license
shall be One Hundred and Twenty Dollars {3120.00) per vear. All licenses granted under the
provisions of this article shall be displayed in a conspicuous place within the business so
licensed.

License Eligibility,

Licenses shall only be pranted to authorize the sale of tobacco products within the City at g
fixed location, For example, the sale of tobacco products by persons on foot or from vehicles is

prohibited.

License application; term.

Application for a license shail be submitted o the board of licensees together with an
application fee of One Hundred Dollars ($160.00). A tobaccg dealer’s ficense shall be effective
through the thirty-first (315 day of December of the calendar year for which it is issued. No
license shall be pranted without proof that the appticant has obtained all necessary state licenses
for the sale of tobacce products.

Reguirements and prohibitions applieable to licensees.

a No licensee, or emplovee or agent of such Heensee, shall sell or possess with the intention
of selling a tobacco product to another person who appears to be under the age of twenty-seven

(27) years without first examining the identification of the recipient to confirm that the recipient
is at least the minimum age under state law to purchase and possess the tobacco product.

(b) __ Display of price._The price of each tobacco product offered for sale shall be clearly and
conspicuousiy displayed to clearty indicate the price of the product,

(¢} Packaging gnd labeling, No licensee. or employee or agent of such licensee, shall sell
any tobacco product upless such product: {1} s sold in the orieinal manufacturer’s packaging
intended for sale to consumers: and (2) conforms to all applicable federal labeling requirements.

() Prohibition of tobacco coupons and discounts. No licensee, or employee oragent of such
licensee, shall:

i Agcept or redeem, or offer to accept or redeers, or cause or hire apy person to
accept or redeem or offer to accept or redeer any coupon that provides any tobaceo productfoa
consumer without charge or for less than the full retail price;

2. Sell any tobaceo product to 2 consuimer through a multiple-package discount
(e.0. “Buy-two-get-one-free™) or otherwise provide any tobacco product to a consumer for fess
thazn the fufl retail price in exchange for the purchase of any other tobaceo produet;

3. Provide any fee or discounted ifein to a consumer in exchange for the purchase
of any tobacco produgt,

(e)___Saie of flavared tobacco products prohibited. No Heenses, OF. emplovee or agent of such
licensee, shall sell any flavored tobageo product to a consumer, A non-cigaretle tobacco
product is presumed to be a flavored tobacgo preduct if & manufactorer or any of the
manufacturer's agents or employees has: (1) made a public statersent o ¢laim that the non-
ciparette tobacco product has or produces a characterizing flavor, including, but not limited to,
text and/or images on the product’s labeling or packaging that are used to explicitly or implicitly
communicate information about the flavor, taste. or aroma ofa non-cigarette tobagco product; or
£2) taken action divected fo consumers that would be reasonably expected (o yesult in consumers
believing that the non-cigarette tobaceo product imparts a characterizing flavor. Each liensee

shall maintain on the premises the original labeling and packaging proyided by the manufacturer
for ajl tobageo products that are sold or offered for sale by the licensee separately from the
original packaging designed for retaii sale to the consumer. The orizinal labeling and packaging
from which the contents are sold separately shall be maintained during such time as the contents
of the package are offered for sale, and may be disposed of upon the sale of the entire conlents
of such package.

The Woonsocket Police Depariment shall enforee the provisions of this aticie. All licensees
shall be subiect to a compliance check af feast two (2) times a year: violators shall be checked
more frequently until twe {2} consecutive compliance checks are completed without vioiation,
If an alleged vielation occurs, the Woonsocket Police Department shall issue a citation that will
require the licensee fo appear for a show cause hearing before the board of licenses. If, aftera
hearing, the board finds that a vielation has occurred, the board shall impose a civil fing of two
Hundred and Fifty Dollars ($256.00) for the first offense; Five Hundred Dollars ($500.003 for
the second offense; and Seven Hundred and Fifty Dollars {$750.003 for any subsequent
offense(s). Additionally, the board may suspend or revoke the license, If 2 licensee maintaing
its license for Thirty-Six (36) consecutive months without a violation. any new vioiation shall be
treated as a first offense. It is the intent of this legislation that al fines coliected by the City
hereunder shall be used by the board of licensees and the Woonsocket Police Department for the
purpose of conducting tobacco produgt sompliance checks,
