Twenty Main Street
restaurants/businesses will open their doors offering special activities, and
giveaways.

The Liberty Building at 154 Main Street will host the Mount St. Charles Academy
Choir, the Mount St. Charles Bell Ringers and Bo Bo the Clown will be performing.
Other musical groups performing at various times and locations will include the
Beacon Glee Club, the Woonsocket High School Brass Band and the Very Merry
Dickens Carolers. Complimentary Horse and Carriage rides will be available at
designated pick up/drop off points. The historic Depot will have the Polar Express
gift store open for strollers and various food trucks will be selling food items as

well.
